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ABSTRACT

The silver ordination hall of Srisupan temple was built in 2004 which
attracted a lot of tourists to visit. Later on, the temple had to improve management
in various aspects. This made the researcher be interested in a study on logistics
management for tourism of the temple. The objectives of this study were to
investigate the logistics management for tourism in Srisupan temple, Muang district,
Chiangmai province. Logistics theory for tourism was applied to this study. The
population in this study consisted of 400 Thai tourists visiting Srisupan temple.

Findings showed that most of the informants were 30-39 years old,
employees or state enterprise employees and their an average income was more
than 25,000 baht per month. They visited Srisupan temple in the afternoon for
relaxation most. Place was the logistic component which the informants were
satisfied with it at a highest level. The following were found at a high level :physical
flow, personnel, and service, respectively. Besides, the following were suggestions for
improvement of the informant: physical flow, information flow, service, place, and

personnel.
