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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to investigate factors effecting the decision-making to
purchase chemicals as pesticide of farmers in Nakhon Sawan province. A set of
questionnairs was used for data collection administered with 400 farmers in
Payuhakiri district, Nakhon Sawan province obtained by simple random sampling.
Obtained data were analyzed by using descriptive statistics ie. frequency,
percentage, mean, and standard deviation.

Findings showed that most of the respondents were female,46-55 years old,
and elementary school graduates. Most of them had 3-4 family members and 1-2 of
them were household workforce, Most of the respondents owned 1-20 rai of farm
land and earned 0-300,001 baht from yield selling last year. The respondents had
farming experience for 0-10 years and they were member of and agricultural group. It
was found that most of the respondents were satisfied with factors on market
promotion, product, price, and distribution channel at a high level. Most of the
respondents purchased chemical at the agricultural cooperative and they decided to
purchase it by themselves. Most the respondents purchased the chemical when they
wanted to spray it to prevent pests (twice per the happening of disease). They
purchased the chemical by cash credit (more than 21 days of credit). Most of there

were influenced by advertising media and shop assistants.
