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ABSTRACT

This qualitative study was conducted to investigate: 1) fighting cock gambling
dens in Chiang Mai province; 2) methods of support and enrichment of fighting cock
gambling den community economy in Chiang Mai province; and 3) a guideline for the
management of fighting cock gambling dens to enrich strong community economy.
Simi - structured interview schedule and participatory observation were used for
data collection

Results of the study revealed that the management of fighting cock gambling
dens in Chiang Mai in terms of budgets was in the form of co - investment among
relatives. Personnel management comprised committee, those bringing fishting cocks
to the gambling den, spectators and gamblers as well as food/beverage sellers. This
was based on trustworthiness rather than rules and regulations. Regarding place and
structure management, it was similar to an agency or other business organizations
which focused on service user satisfaction. For coordination and public relations,
there was coordination with concerned agencies such as District Live stocks office,
District Agriculture, District Public Health, place leaders, local leaders, and police.
Meanwhile, services focused on place, structure, food/beverage, equipment /

supplies used for cock fighting and watering for service user most satisfaction.
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Regarding methods of support and enrichment of the community economy, it
was found that most fighting cock gambling dens in Chiang Mai were not truly
supborted on budgets for investment or public training. However, there was part of
the support (temporary) upon requests of the public or the community organization.
It was in the same manner as the opening of native chicken selling / buying or
exchange market which no fighting cock gambling dens in Chiang Mai truly did it.
Likewise, there was no project on career promotion to the public or communities
around the clock fighting gambling dens. There was support on participation of
community organizations in Chiang Mai because it could protect cock fighting
gambling dens to be existent.

According to a guideline for promoting cock fighting gambling den business
and community economy, the government should have a clear policy on promotion
and ‘support by promulgating a law on cock fighting as a sport. It should have truly
support on the development of native chicken. Meanwhile, the owners of cock
fighting gambling dens should coordinate with the community of all levels i.e. village,
sub - district, district, and province for steering various project activities related to

native chickens.
